Please note that all authors must be fully aware of their authorship and be provided with the opportunity to edit the document.

Author Number 2: Name, Affiliation, Title, Department.
Author Number 3: Name, Affiliation, Title, Department.

Abstract: Up to a 250 word summative description of the invention.  It should be one paragraph only, contain no equations, footnotes, references, tables or graphics, and provide a concise description of the new invention, its relevance, and potential areas of application.  
Suggested sections for the invention description:
Introduction: This is a short section that provides the context and relevance for the invention.  
Summary of Prior Art: This is a short section that describes the prior art that is relevant to the invention. It should not be an exhaustive review of the literature but rather a high-level summary of the critical articles and patents that provide the basis for, or foundation of the patent.  For patent literature searches, the Office of Technology Transfer hopes to provide support for patent searches starting in the fall of 2025. The citations for the prior art that are referenced are listed in the section “References.”  This section can be short for provisional patents but should include enough to demonstrate that the authors are strongly aware of the state of the art in the field for the patent.  Inventors are strongly encouraged to include: 
· Publications or presentations by you, relevant to this invention,  that were released or presented one year or more ago
· The state of the art: i.e. what in your invention is “not new”… i.e. items that are part of existing “prior art”. 

Description of the invention: This section should describe the invention in detail including results that have been produced as a means of showing that the idea has been reduced to practice.  This section should focus on what is “novel, new, and not obvious” regarding the potential invention.  For Provisional Patents this section can be limited to the current state of your development and can be relatively short.  
Suggested patent claims: List the unique features or aspects of your invention. These will assist the attorney in drafting the formal patent claims.    
Summary: A short summary that includes the transformative aspect of the invention.
References: A numerically organized list of references from the body of this submission.  For formatting, my suggestion is to use AIP style.  
Figures: numbered consecutively based on the order of introduction of the figure in the text.
